Abstract

This research aimed to (1) study the levels of self-esteem, parenting
styles, family relationships, and empathy; and (2) identify significant predictors of
empathy among Mathayomsuksa 3 students. This study was survey research. The
population for this study comprised 724 Mathayomsuksa 3 students in the
academic year 2024. The sample group consisted of 300 Mathayomsuksa 3
students from Saraburiwitthayakhom School in the academic year 2024, selected
through simple random sampling. The research instruments included a personal
data questionnaire, a self-esteem questionnaire, a parenting styles questionnaire,

a family relationships questionnaire, and an empathy questionnaire. Data were
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analyzed using mean, standard deviation, Pearson's product-moment correlation
coefficient, t-test, F-test, and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The research findings revealed that: (1) The majority of students had the
highest self-esteem in the subscale of being a good friend, with a mean score of
4.17. (2) The majority of students experienced a high level of attentive parenting,
with a mean score of 3.82. (3) The majority of students had the highest family
relationships in the subscale of mutual help and generosity, with a mean score
of 3.76. (4) The majority of students had a high level of empathy in the subscale
of understanding others, with a mean score of 4.19. (5) Students living with
different individuals showed statistically significant differences in empathy at the
.05 level. (6) Factors that significantly predicted empathy at the .05 level were
self-esteem, gender, self-esteem in terms of determination, and the person with
whom the student lived, with a multiple correlation coefficient of .76. These four
variables collectively accounted for 56.40 percent of the variance in empathy.
