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Abstract

The objectives of this research were: (1) to examine the level of risk
management in educational institutions in Chaiyaphum Province, (2) to
investigate the dropout rate of students, and (3) to analyze the correlation
between risk management and student dropout rates. The sample group
consisted of 250 school administrators under the Office of Chaiyaphum Primary
Educational Service Area, selected using stratified and simple random sampling.
The research instrument was a four-part questionnaire with a content validity
index (CVI) of 1.00 and a reliability coefficient of 0.98. Data were analyzed using
descriptive statistics, Pearson’s correlation coefficient, and content analysis.

The findings revealed that: (1) the overall level of risk management in
educational institutions in Chaiyaphum Province was high, with the highest mean
score in the areas of risk identification and risk management; (2) the overall
dropout rate was 66.45 percent, with the highest dropout occurring at the lower

primary education level. The major risk factors included poverty, gaming or

mobile phone addiction, and migration; and (3) risk management was moderately
and negatively correlated with student dropout rates, with statistical significance
at the .01 level (r = -0.308).
