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Abstract

This study examines security challenges along the Thailand-Cambodia
border through multiple dimensions, including geopolitics, history, socio-cultural
relations, cross-border economies, and human security. The analysis highlights
persistent boundary disputes, transnational crime, grey-zone economic networks,
and symbolic political tensions that contribute to security volatility. Despite these
risks, the border remains a vital hub of trade, mobility, and community
interdependence, underscoring the need for integrated security management.
Bilateral mechanisms such as the Joint Boundary Commission (JBC) and the
General Border Committee (GBC), together with economic and human-security
measures, are essential in maintaining stability. Comparative lessons from other
regions indicate that effective border governance requires clear legal frameworks,
robust joint institutions, military confidence-building measures, and strong
linkages between local economic interests and regional stability. The study
concludes by proposing strategic directions for the Thailand-Cambodia context,
including accelerating boundary demarcation, reducing grey-zone influences,
enhancing economic cooperation, and integrating human-security strategies to

transform the border into a zone of peace and sustainable development.
