Abstract

The objectives of this research were: 1) to develop a learning management
plan on vocabulary pronunciation using task-based activities for first-year students
majoring in Chinese and English for Communication to meet the 75/75 standard criterion;
2) to improve the English pronunciation achievement of students in the Chinese and
English for Communication program; and 3) to study the satisfaction of first-year students
in the Chinese and English for Communication program at Loei Rajabhat University
towards the learning management of vocabulary pronunciation using task-based
activities. The sample was selected through purposive sampling, consisting of 20
students. The research instruments consisted of three types: 1) learning management
plans using task-based activities, 2) pre-tests and post-tests, and 3) a satisfaction
questionnaire. The results showed that the learning management plans were effective
according to the 75/75 criterion, with a process efficiency (E1) of 94.42 and an outcome
efficiency (E2) of 76.78. The students' post-test pronunciation achievement (Mean = 33.85
out of 40) was significantly higher than their pre-test scores (Mean = 22.95) (p < .01), with
an effectiveness index (E.Il.) of 0.64. Overall satisfaction with the learning management

was at the highest level (X = 4.60).
