Comparison of Administration of student
affairs with participatory personnel of the Wangyai Educational Quality Development
under Roi Et Primary Educational Service Area Office 3, classified by position: Promoting
and developing students to have discipline, morality and ethics, it was significantly
different at the .05 level. Other than that, they were not different. Classified by
educational level Student affairs planning in terms of promoting and developing students
to have discipline, morality, ethics and promoting democracy in schools, they were
significantly different at the .05 level, otherwise they were not different, classified by
level of overall and individual work experience. They were significantly different at
the .05 level. 3. Suggestions for Administration of student affairs with participatory
personnel of the Wangyai Educational Quality Development under Roi Et Primary
Educational Service Area Office 3: A person responsible for implementing the plan
should be appointed, Determination of responsibilities for student affairs, Appoint
appropriate personnel who can coordinate with various departments within the school
and the parent network, and organize activities to promote the development of good

behavior and discipline.
