Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) compare critical reading competency for
student teachers by using REAP (Read, Encode, Annotate, Ponder) strategy in learning
management and 2) study the opinion of student teachers towards learning
management by using REAP (Read, Encode, Annotate, Ponder), the sample were 43
English student teachers who registered Critical Reading for Teachers of English who
studied in the second semester of academic year 2022, Faculty of Education,
Chaiyaphum Rajabhat University, by purposive sampling. Materials of the research
consists of pre-test and post-test and the opinion questionnaire by using percentage,
mean, standard deviation (S.D.) difficulty, discrimination power, reliability and paired
sample t-test. The result found that critical reading competency for student
teachers by using REAP (Read, Encode, Annotate, Ponder) after learning management
was higher than before learning management at 0.05 level of significance and the
