Communities join together to
organize the Pa Lang Rice Tourism Festival in unison. (3) Community Development Improving the
surrounding landscape Castle and surrounding area 3) Value of art and culture, carved patterns, lotus
petals and Kanok pattems. Made people to gain knowledge about Bapuan Khmer art which is a
