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Abstract

The objectives of this research are as follows: To study the academic
leadership of school administrators under the Nakhon Ratchasima Primary
Education Service Area Office 4. To compare the academic leadership of
school administrators under the Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Education Service
Area Office 4, classified by position, educational level, and work experience.
To explore the guidelines for developing the academic leadership of school
administrators under the Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Education Service Area
Office 4. The sample group for this study consists of 317 school administrators
and teachers. The research tool used was a 5-point Likert scale questionnaire,

with an Index of Item-Objective Congruence (I0C) ranging from 0.80 to 1.00,
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and the reliability coefficient of the questionnaire was 0.87. The statistical
methods used for data analysis included frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test, and F-test.

The research findings are as follows:

1 .The overall academic leadership of school administrators in the
Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Education Service Area Office 4 was found to be
at a high level.

2. When comparing opinions based on position, educational level, and
work experience, there were no statistically significant differences either
overall or in each area.

3. Guidelines for academic management: The study shows that the
academic management of school administrators under the Nakhon Ratchasima
Primary Education Service Area Office 4 consists of five main areas: Setting
missions and goals Curriculum and teaching management Teaching supervision
Monitoring student progress Promoting a conducive teaching and learning
environment.
