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Abstract

This academic article aims to analyze the phenomenon of “the silence
of the law” in China concerning the rights of LGBTQ+ individuals to form
families. It argues that this silence is not merely a legal backwardness but an
expression of deep-rooted cultural and ideological tensions embedded within
traditional Chinese legal philosophy, particularly the influence of Confucian
thought that emphasizes heterosexual family structures and lineage
continuation. The article proceeds by analyzing the current structure of Chinese
family law, the cultural foundations of this legal silence through Confucian
philosophy, and compares this with approaches to recognizing equal rights in

foreign laws, such as those in Taiwan and Germany, to illustrate legal
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possibilities.  Subsequently, the article synthesizes concepts from Neo-

Confucianism, Chinese feminism, and universal human rights principles to

propose a “ new jurisprudence framework” that can create legal space for
sexual diversity within the Chinese context without contradiction.
The body of knowledges contributed by this article includes:

interpreting “ the silence of the law” as an “ideological act” of the state;

proposing  a tripartite jurisprudence framework” that integrates Neo-

Confucianism, Chinese feminism, and human rights as a guideline for legal

reform; and viewing the tension between traditional legal philosophy and

contemporary challenges as a creative tension” that can lead to the

development of knowledge in legal philosophy, Chinese language, and culture.
- It concludes that striking a balance between respecting cultural foundations
and promoting human rights is crucial, and suggests directions for future
research to drive further change.
