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Abstract

This study aimed to: (1) assess the needs for developing teachers’
competencies in constructing assessment tools for measuring students’ core
competencies; (2) prioritize these needs; and (3) compare the differences in

needs according to gender, training experience in measurement and evaluation,
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subject group taught, teaching experience, and school size. The sample
comprised 771 teachers under the Office of the Basic Education Commission,
selected through multi-stage sampling. A researcher-developed questionnaire,
divided into four sections, was used: general respondent information;
assessment of competency in constructing measurement tools; assessment of
knowledge and skills in five areas of measuring students’ competencies; and
open-ended questions on problems, obstacles, and suggestions. Quantitative
data were analyzed using descriptive statistics, inferential statistics, and the
modified Priority Needs Index (PNI modified), while qualitative data from open-
ended responses were analyzed using content analysis.

The results revealed that: (1) teachers had moderately high needs for
competency development, particularly in knowledge related to constructing
tools for assessing problem-solving, thinking, and communication
competencies; (2) the most needed competencies were developing scoring
criteria and selecting appropriate measurement and evaluation methods; and
(3) no statistically significant differences in needs were found at the 0.05 level
across all variables. Recommended development strategies include organizing
practical training workshops, integrating technology to support assessment,
fostering collaborative learning through professional learning communities,
preparing clear manuals and sample tools, and providing continuous expert
consultation.
