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Abstract

This research was a survey research study to investigate the assessment
of digital literacy needs among teacher students in dual bachelor's degree
programs at the University of Phayao. The sample group consisted of 3 33
students from the School of Education, years 1-4, in the academic year 2025.
The sample size was determined using Yamane’s formula and selected through
multi-stage random sampling. The research instrument used in this study was a
guestionnaire assessing the current and desired states of digital literacy,
designed in the form of a 5-point rating scale with 6 aspects and 48 items. The
content validity, measured using the Index of Item-Objective Congruence (I00),
ranged from 0.67 to 1.00, the discrimination index between 0.47-0.98, and the
reliability coefficient was 0.86. The analysis of the needs assessment was

conducted using the PNI modified formula.
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The results showed that the highest digital literacy need was digital
ethics (PNl ogiied = 0.35), it followed by digital communication (PNl cgifieq = 0.32)
and digital sharing (PNl ogifieq = 0.31). The lowest digital literacy need was digital
creation (PNl ogifieq = 0.18), respectively.
