The findings reveal that development guided by
sufficiency principles enhances community self-reliance, strengthens economic
and social resilience, and promotes environmental sustainability, thereby
enabling localities to adapt effectively in the globalization era. The article also
proposes policy recommendations to integrate the Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy into local development plans systematically, paving the way toward
Thailand’s long-term sustainable development.
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
