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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to examine the level of creative
leadership of school administrators as perceived by teachers in the Phakhi
Nopphawat Inter-Campus Schools under the Office of the Secondary Education
Service Area, Bangkok Area 2; and 2) to compare creative leadership of school
administrators as perceived by teachers, classified by school size, educational
level, and work experience. This study employed a quantitative research design.
The sample consisted of 260 teachers selected through proportional random
sampling. The research instrument was a five-point Likert scale questionnaire with
a reliability coefficient of 0.98. The data were analyzed using mean, standard

deviation, t-test, and One-way ANOVA.
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The findings revealed that: 1) the overall level of creative leadership of
school administrators was at a high level (x = 4.44, S.D. = .556). Among the
dimensions, inspiration had the highest mean score (x = 4.46, S.D. = .532),

followed by imagination (x = 4.45, S.D. = .545) and change leadership (x = 4.45,
S.D. = .559). This indicates that school administrators demonstrated strong
abilities in motivating personnel, thinking innovatively, and leading organizational
change creatively. 2) The comparison results showed statistically significant
differences at the .05 and .01 levels. Large and extra-large schools reported
higsher mean scores than small and medium-sized schools. Teachers holding
higher than a bachelor’s degree perceived creative leadership at a higher level
than those with a bachelor’s degree. In addition, teachers with longer work
experience reported higher perceptions than those with less experience.
