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Abstract

This research aimed to (1) analyze the level of 21st-century leadership of
school administrators, classified by status and school size; (2) examine the level
of teachers’ digital competency in schools, classified by status and school size;
(3) investigate the relationship between 2 1 st-century leadership of school
administrators and teachers’ digital competency; and (4) analyze the predictive
power of such leadership on teachers’ digital competency in schools under the

Secondary Educational Service Area Office Nakhon Phanom. The sample
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consisted of 80 school administrators and 175 teachers, totaling 255 participants,
selected through multistage sampling.

The research instrument was a questionnaire with a reliability coefficient
ranging from .80 to 1.00. Data were analyzed using percentage, mean, standard
deviation, Pearson’s correlation coefficient, and stepwise multiple regression
analysis. The findings revealed that (1) the overall level of 21 st-century
leadership of school administrators was at a high level; (2) the overall level of
teachers’ digital competency was also at a high level; (3) 21st-century leadership
of school administrators had a positive relationship with teachers’ digital
competency at the .01 level of statistical significance; and (4) the variables of
2 1 st-century leadership of school administrators could jointly predict teachers’
digital competency at 60 percent.
