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Abstract

This academic article aims to examine the dynamics of belief related to Phra That Phanom

in Nakhon Phanom Province and the role of religious faith in driving modern tourism in Northeastern
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Thailand. The study employs theoretical frameworks of cultural capital, social dynamics, and
cultural tourism. Data was collected through document analysis, in-depth interviews, and field
observations. The findings reveal that religious beliefs toward Phra That Phanom have not
diminished in the digital era. Instead, they have adapted into new forms of expression, such as
online worship, digital participation in rituals, and experiential pilgrimages. Faith -based tourism in
the area has generated income for local communities and fostered diverse cultural activities.
Moreover, communities have assumed new roles as sustainable managers of local resources.
Nevertheless, challenges remain, including overcrowding, cultural impacts, and unequal income
distribution. The article proposes development strategies emphasizing community participation,
appropriate use of technology, and tourism policies that respect local cultural contexts. These

strategies aim to preserve spiritual values while promoting sustainable economic development.
