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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to follow up and to evaluate behaviors of
students after studying Ethics, Morals Promotion and Development (ETH 101) and to
assess the achievement of teaching and learning of this subject. The sample group
was random sampling of 100 students from 4 classes of students who registered in
ETH 101. The statistics used to analyze the data were Descriptive Statistics and
Analytical Statistics.

It was found that the majority of students who registered for this course were
female students with the percentage of 81.00%, and the average age was 19 years
old. (SD=3.15). Students registered for this course because of the recommendation
from their advisor. The results were concluded as follows:

1) For the knowledge of ethics and morals, it was found that students
answered the questions incorrectly in three points. They preferred people who do
everything by themselves just to follow their needs without causing any trouble for
other people. They judged that people who live in the upper-class society have more
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value than others, and the improvement and practice of ethics and morals are already
enough in the classroom during studying period with the percentage of 75%, 52% and
32% respectively. The mean of correct answers was 8.44 from the total of 10
(SD=1.44).

2) For attitudes of students towards ethics and morals, it was found that
students had good attitudes towards activities related to ethics and morals, and they
rated high to highest on the rating scale. These activities included paying respect to
teachers and parents, praying and meditating everyday including attending classes on
time. Students rated less to least on the rating scale for living together between male
and female students is considered normal, taking drugs and gambling, wearing very
tight clothes and dressing improperly to school, lastly cheating on the exams. Stu-
dents rated moderate to less on spending money on expensive things and talking in
class. It was found that students practiced activities relevant to ethics and morals
everyday in terms of paying respect to teachers and parents, dressing properly and
praying. Students seldom or never practiced gambling, accusing other people, skip-
ping classes and attending class late. Students seldom practiced or practiced only
once a week on doing community activities and meditating.

3) For the satisfaction of students related to ethics and morals, it was
found that students who took this course were most satisfied at showing good
manners to other people, helping parents and teachers and having their goal in life.
Students were very satisfied at being optimistic, knowing how to solve problems by
using Buddhist principles in order to have good memory for learning, having good
thoughts and good mind, speaking well and being patient.
