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Abstract

desirable characteristics of the village headmen, village No. 2, Bueng Sub-district, Sriracha
District, Chon Buri Province, including domestic security, Initiative in terms of social assistance
Classified by personal status such as gender, age, education level, income permonth,
occupation, status, duration of residence, experience. The sample of the population is 200
people in the area of Village No. 10, Bueng Subdistrict, Si Racha District, Chon Buri Province.
The instrument used for data collection was a questionnaire. Data analysis was done using a
software package program

1. The total of 200 respondents were 113 males, representing 56.5% and females
87%, 43.5%. Most of the ages were 46-60 years, 95 persons, representing 47.5%, followed by
31 - 45 years, 58 people, representing 29.0% Not over 30 years, 26 people accounting for
13.0% and 61 years and over 21 people, representing 10.5%. Most of them have a bachelor
degree, 69 people, representing 34.5 percent, followed by secondary school 62 people / high
vocational certificate, accounting for 31.0%, high vocational certificate / diploma, 40 people,
accounting for 20.0%, lower than Mattayom 3, 21 people representing 10.5% and 8
undergraduate students Accounting for 4.0 percent, most of them have average monthly
income 10,001-20,000 baht, 114 people, representing 57.0%, followed by 20,001-30,000 baht,
43 people accounting for 21.5%, not more than 10,000 baht, 35 people representing 17.5%
and 30,001 baht, up to 8 people representing a hundred Each 4.0, most have a career, 81

people, accounting for 24.0 percent, government officials/sovernment employees/state
enterprises, accounting for 41 people, accounting for 20.5 percent, and private
businesses/trading, representing 30 percent 15.0 percent, most of them are married, 88
people, representing 44.0 percent, followed by single people 54 people, accounting for 27.0
percent, widow 35 people, representing 17.5 percent, divorced 23 people, representing 11.5
percent and seperated 0 people, representing 0 percent.
