Abstract

This research aims to study how the values of “Educational Institutionism” in
Uthenthawai Building School arose. The study was conducted using qualitative research
methods, using historical research through historical document research as a tool for the study.
The study’s findings indicate that the formation of these values arose from the implementation
of economic nationalism policies during the government of Field Marshal Plaek
Phibunsongkhram, aimed at reducing Chinese influence in the economy. This policy also
affected labor policies with an economic nationalism agenda, specifically to exclude Chinese
people. For instance, laws were passed to restrict certain professions to Thai nationals only. In
the case of the construction profession, where the Chinese had significant influence, direct
legislation to reserve the profession for Thais could have negatively impacted economic
development. Therefore, the government used the approach of instilling a sense of unity
among construction workers, gradually promoting construction work as a profession for
Thais. At that time, the only institution producing construction workers was Uthenthawai
Building School, which was instilled with a sense of love for peers, love for the construction
profession, and love for the school and its identity. These values, thus, became part of the
institutional values that remain in place today.

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Needs Assessment to Develop Teacher Competencies
in the VUCA World of Schools under the Primary

Abstract

This research aims to study the essential needs for developing teachers' competencies
in an era of global disruption within educational institutions under the Office of Primary
Education Service Area. A mixed-method approach was employed, comprising both
quantitative and qualitative research. For the quantitative research, the population consisted
of administrators and academic department heads from educational institutions under the
Office of Primary Education Service Area, totaling 400 individuals. A simple random
sampling method was used, yielding 398 completed questionnaires. The data were analyzed
using descriptive statistics. For the qualitative research, in-depth interviews were conducted
using semi-structured interview guidelines. Ten key informants were purposively selected
based on specific criteria and focus group discussions were conducted. Content analysis was
employed, and data reliability was ensured using triangulation techniques. The findings
revealed that: 1) The actual needs, as practiced, were rated at a high level overall while the
expected needs were rated at the highest level overall. Key issues identified included: 1.1
Curriculum development aligned with the institutional context, 1.2 Learning management
design, 1.3 Learner-centered management, 1.4 Application of innovative tools for learning
management, 1.5 Learning management promoting morality and good citizenship, 1.6
Knowledge management and lesson summaries, and 1.7 Participatory evaluation. 2) The
needs consistent with the principles of the Four Bhavanas were: 2.1 Physical Development
(Kaya Bhavana) 2.2 Moral Development (Sila Bhavana) 2.3 Mental Development (Citta
Bhavana) and 2.4) Intellectual Development (Pafina Bhavana). 3) Guidelines for addressing
the identified needs included: 3.1 Promoting lifelong learning, 3.2 Developing problem-
solving skills, 3.3 Encouraging a growth mindset, 3.4 Building a learning community, and 3.5
Developing leadership competencies.

Abstract

This research aimed to 1) investigate the communication speaking abilityof associate
degree students after participating in learning activities based on the Theory of Practice, and
2) examine their opinions toward the implementation of such activities. The participants were
28 second-year associate degree students majoring in Computer Engineering, class C2/1, at
the KOSEN Institute of King Mongkut’s Institute of Technology Ladkrabang during the
second semester of the 2024 academic year. The sample was selected through purposive
sampling. The research instruments included 1) a learning activity plan based on the Theory
of Practice, 2) a speaking ability assessment form, and 3) a questionnaire on students’
opinions regarding the learning activities. Data were analyzed using mean and standard
deviation. The findings revealed that 1) the students’ communication speaking ability after the
implementation of the learning activities was at a very good level and 2) their opinions toward
the learning activities were at the highest level of agreement.

Abstract

This research aimed to study and compare school administration according to the
principles of moralism and ethics of school administrators under the Kanchanaburi Primary
Educational Service Area Office 3, classified by teachers' work experience and school size.
The sample was 292 teachers in schools under Kanchanaburi Primary Educational Service
Area Office 3, obtained by stratified random sampling, according to the size of the educational
institution. The research instrument was a 5-level. The data were collected and analyzed using
percentage, mean, standard deviation, one-way analysis of variance and Scheffe's pair
comparison at a statistical significance level of 0.05. The findings were as follows: 1) School
administration according to the principles of moralism and ethics of school administrators
under the Kanchanaburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 3.

The Emotional Intelligence of School
Administrators by Teachers’ Opinions

Abstract

This research aimed to study and compare the emotional intelligence of school
administrators by teachers’ opinions under the Kanchanaburi Primary Educational Service
Area Office 3, classified by teachers' gender and teachers’ age. The sample was 292 teachers
in schools under Kanchanaburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 3, selected by using
stratified random sampling according to the study area. The research instrument was a 5-level
rating scale questionnaire with a content validity of 1.00 and a reliability of 0.97. The data
were collected and analyzed using percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way
analysis of variance, and Scheffe's pair comparison at a statistical significance level of 0.05.
The findings were as follows: 1) The emotional intelligence of school administrators, by
teachers’ opinions under the Kanchanaburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 3, both
overall and individual aspects, was at a high level. When considering each aspect individually,
all aspects were also rated high. In descending order of mean scores, the aspects were
interpersonal relationship skills, self-awareness and self-motivation, emotional and impulse
control, decision-making and problem-solving skills, and empathy.

The objectives of this research were to study 1) strategic leadership of school
administrators, 2) the effectiveness of schools, and 3) the relationship between strategic
leadership of administrators and the effectiveness of schools under Khon Kaen Primary
Educational Service Area Office 2. The research was a correlational research. The sample
group consisted of 137 school administrators, obtained by random sampling method using
Taro Yamane's formula with reliability at 95%. The instrument used was a questionnaire’s
reliability of 0.99. The statistics used to analyze data comprised percentages, means, standard
deviations, and Pearson's product moment correlation coefficient. The research results were
found that: 1) Strategic leadership of administrators, in overall, was rated at the highest level.

This research aimed to 1) investigate the factors influencing Thai language literacy
among Grade 1 students under the jurisdiction of the Rayong Primary Educational Service
Area Office 1, and 2) explore the guidelines for improving Thai language literacy among
these students. The study employed a survey research methodology. The sample group
consisted of 162 Grade 1 Thai language teachers from schools under the Rayong Primary
Educational Service Area Office 1 in the academic year 2024, selected through simple random
sampling. The research instrument was a questionnaire regarding the factors influencing Thai
language literacy among Grade 1 students within the specified educational service area. The
research was conducted in four stages: obtaining permission for data collection, coordinating
with relevant agencies, verifying the completeness of the data, and analyzing and synthesizing
the results. The findings revealed that 1) the factors influencing Thai language literacy among
Grade 1 students included individual factors, family, teachers, and the learning environment.
Overall, the level of influence was high. When considering each factor, the order of influence
from highest to lowest was learning environment, teachers, family, and individual factors. 2)
As for the guidelines to enhance Thai language literacy, the study suggests that development
should be proactive and continuous, focusing systematically on each factor to promote
effective learning that aligns with the students' contexts in all dimensions.

Abstract

This research article, titled A Model for Promoting the Monastic Status of Modern
Thai Monks through a Buddhist Integration Approach, aims to (1) study the concept of
monastic status in Buddhism and the problems related to the monastic status of modern Thai
monks 2) Examine the four principles of meditation used to promote the monastic status of
modern Thai monks, and 3) propose a model for promoting the monastic status of modern
Thai monks through a Buddhist integration approach. This is a qualitative research study
involving 20 key informants selected using purposive sampling. The selection criteria include
monks with admirable monastic status, experts in Buddhism, and both male and female lay
devotees. The main research instrument was a structured interview form. Data was analyzed
using content analysis and presented descriptively. The research findings revealed that 1)
According to Buddhist scriptures, monastic status refers to the behavior displayed by monks,
including both external actions and internal characteristics (such as feelings, thoughts,
emotions, and intelligence). Although these behaviors may appear like those of ordinary
individuals, the monastic status is regulated by the principles of Dhamma and Vinaya, which
guide monks towards moral conduct. 2) The four principles of meditation-physical meditation
(body development), moral meditation (ethical development), mental meditation (mind
development), and wisdom meditation (intellectual development)-serve as key Dhamma
principles for cultivating both external and internal behaviors. Physical and moral meditation
support the development of the external monastic form, while mental and wisdom meditation
foster internal development. 3) The proposed model for promoting the monastic status of
modern Thai monks in the Buddhist integration approach involves synthesizing the four
principles of Buddhist meditation with theoretical concepts from Western psychology. This
integrated model aims to develop modern Thai monks who embody a monastic form
characterized by "a beautiful body, pleasant speech, a powerful mind, and integrated wisdom."

Abstract

This study aimed to 1) strengthen the elderly groups and clubs at the community level
as mechanisms to support health promotion, 2) build the capacity of community health
working groups and leaders in organizing elderly health promotion activities, and 3) promote
appropriate health behaviors among the elderly in Ban Ton Tong Community, Ping Luang
Subdistrict, Na Muen District, Nan Province. The target group consisted of 65 elderly
participants selected through purposive sampling, based on criteria such as age being 60 years
or older, being physically and mentally able to participate in activities, and providing
informed consent. Data collection tools included structured questionnaires, semi-structured
interviews, and focus group discussion guides. Quantitative data were analyzed using
descriptive statistics, while qualitative data were analyzed using content analysis. The results
revealed that: 1) elderly groups and working committees were strengthened through clearer
organizational structures, collaborative planning, and regular implementation of health
activities relevant to the community context; 2) health leaders and working group members
improved significantly in their knowledge, planning abilities, and skills in managing and
evaluating health promotion activities; and 3) elderly participants demonstrated marked
improvements in health behaviors, particularly in physical activity, dietary habits, and self-
care awareness. These findings confirm that community-based participatory processes can
effectively empower local stakeholders and facilitate sustainable health behavior change
among the elderly.

Abstract

This study aimed to 1) examine the level of network partnership operations in
educational management of Provincial Learning Promotion Offices in the U-Khao U-Nam
Group, and 2) compare the network partnership operations in educational management of
Provincial Learning Promotion Offices in the U-Khao U-Nam Group classified by position,
work experience, educational level, and province. This was quantitative research. The sample
consisted of 259 people, comprising 103 administrators and 156 teachers. The sample size
was calculated using Taro Yamane's formula and stratified random sampling was employed.
The research instrument was a questionnaire with content validity values ranging from 0.67 -
1.00 and reliability coefficient of 0.93. The statistics used for data analysis included mean,
standard deviation, t-test, and one-way analysis of variance.

The research findings revealed that 1) The level of network partnership operations in
education management of the Provincial Learning Promotion Office, U-Kao U-Nam Group,
overall was at a high level. When considered by aspect, it was found that the aspect with the
highest mean was coordination, which was at a high level, followed by cooperation, which
was at a high level, participation, which was at a high level, and collaboration, which was at a
high level, and 2) The results of comparing network partnership operations in education
management of the Provincial Learning Promotion Office, U-Kao U-Nam Group, overall,
classified by position, work experience, education level, and province, showed that in terms
of position and work experience, opinions were not significantly different, but in terms of
education level and province, they were found to be significantly different at the 0.05
statistical significance level.

Abstract

The objectives of Research on Adaptive Leadership of School Administrators

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Abstract

This study aims to analyze the relationship between domestic tourists’ motivation and
their intention to revisit Preah Monivong Bokor National Park in Cambodia. The sample group
consisted of 400 Cambodian domestic tourists, selected using a convenience sampling method.
A questionnaire was employed as the research instrument, with Cronbach’s Alpha values of
0.974 for the motivation construct and 0.871 for revisit intention. These values exceeded the
acceptable threshold of 0.70, confirming the instrument's reliability and suitability for data
collection. The data were analyzed using mean, standard deviation, and Pearson’s correlation
coefficient.

The results revealed that the overall level of tourists’ motivation was high, and the
overall level of revisit intention was very high. Pearson’s correlation analysis indicated a
moderate positive relationship between tourists’ motivation and their intention to revisit Preah
Monivong Bokor National Park, with statistical significance at the 0.05 level
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Introduction

Ecotourism has gained significant attention in tourism due to its emphasis on
sustainable practices and conservation efforts (Wall, 1997). Concerning ecotourism principles,
there is a need to improve the application of nature-based experiences and environmental
education to ensure the preservation of nature and establish sustainable tourism in the area
(Sulaksana et al., 2023). Preah Monivong Bokor National Park in Cambodia is a prime example
of an ecotourism destination offering a unique blend of natural beauty, cultural heritage, and
biodiversity (Ministry of Tourism Cambodia, 2020). The park's diverse ecosystems and
historical significance attract many domestic tourists seeking to immerse themselves in nature
and learn about the region's rich heritage (Ministry of Tourism Cambodia, 2021).

Tourism behavior is shaped by a combination of internal motivations and external
influences, emphasizing experiential consumption and personalized experiences. Unlike
conventional consumer behavior, tourists seek unique and memorable experiences,
demonstrating loyalty to preferred brands while also considering sustainability. The rise of
tech-savvy travelers has transformed tourism, with digital platforms playing a crucial role in
accommodation choices and service quality. Social media significantly influences travel
decisions, while responsible tourism is increasingly embraced as a societal norm. Additionally,
sustainable tourism behavior reflects travelers' conscious choices to align with sustainability
principles, yet research highlights gaps in waste management, recycling, and sustainable
design. Addressing these challenges requires targeted market segmentation and the integration
of innovative technology for sustainable tourism development (Li et al., 2024; Reis &
Rodrigues, 2024; Zheng et al., 2024).

Revisit intention in Preah Monivong Bokor National Park can be significantly
influenced by various factors such as perceived quality, satisfaction, and destination image.
Understanding these elements is crucial for enhancing tourist loyalty and ensuring sustainable
tourism in the park. The following sections elaborate on these key aspects. High perceived
quality of services and facilities leads to increased tourist satisfaction, which directly correlates
with the intention to revisit the park (Tri & Nguyen, 2024). Tourists who experience quality
services are more likely to express a desire to return, as satisfaction acts as a mediator between
service quality and revisit intention. A positive destination image plays a critical role in shaping
tourists' perceptions and their likelihood of returning (Morshed et al., 2022). Effective
marketing strategies that enhance the park's image can attract more visitors and encourage
repeat visits, as seen in other national parks. Online customer reviews significantly impact
tourists' decisions, with favorable reviews enhancing revisit intentions. Competitive pricing
strategies can also influence tourists' perceptions and their willingness to return to the park
(Mahendra & Hapsari, 2024). While these factors are essential for promoting revisit intentions,
it is also important to consider potential challenges such as environmental sustainability and
the impact of over-tourism, which could deter future visits if not managed properly.

Understanding the factors influencing tourists' decisions to revisit ecotourism
destinations is essential for sustainable destination management and enhancing visitor
experiences. The significance of travel motivations in influencing travel intentions and
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behaviors. It emphasizes that understanding the underlying motivations behind tourists' travel
decisions is crucial for the tourism industry to effectively cater to travelers' needs and
preferences. The research aims to provide valuable insights for tourism professionals to
enhance their marketing strategies by exploring the relationship between travel motivations
and intentions. It offers to attract and retain tourists (Maghrifani et al., 2022). Tourists' revisit
intentions are influenced by various factors such as motivation, attitude, and perceived
destination sustainability. Studies have shown that push and pull motivations significantly
impact tourists' revisit intentions (Nam, 2023; Sumendap et al., 2023). Therefore, the objective
of this study is to analysis the relationship between of domestic tourists’ motivation and revisit
intention of ecotourism in Preah Monivong Bokor National Park, Tuek Chhou District, Kampot
Province, Cambodia.

Literature Review

Consumer Behavior Theory

Consumer Behavior Theory explores how individuals make decisions to spend their
available resources (time, money, effort) on consumption-related items. It examines the
processes consumers go through before, during, and after purchasing products or services. The
theory integrates concepts from psychology, sociology, economics, and marketing to
understand factors that influence purchasing decisions.

There are several key models and perspectives within this theory:

1. Economic Model — Assumes consumers are rational and aim to maximize utility
based on income and product prices (Marshall, 1890).

2. Psychological Model — Focuses on internal factors such as perception, motivation,
learning, beliefs, and attitudes that affect buying behavior (Schiffman & Kanuk, 2007).

3. Sociocultural Model — Emphasizes the influence of family, social class, culture, and
reference groups (Kotler & Keller, 2016).

Decision-Making Process Model — Outlines five stages: problem recognition,
information search, evaluation of alternatives, purchase decision, and post-purchase behavior
(Engel, Blackwell & Miniard, 1995).

Understanding consumer behavior helps businesses develop effective marketing
strategies, segment markets, and improve customer satisfaction and loyalty.

Tourist motivation is a key component of consumer behavior in tourism. Theories such
as Maslow's Hierarchy of Needs, Push and Pull Theory, and Plog’s Psychographic Theory
provide insights into why domestic tourists make travel decisions based on various types of
motivation.

Physical motivation refers to the desire for rest, relaxation, health recovery, and escape
from daily stress. It is a fundamental reason why individuals engage in travel, especially to
nature-based or tranquil destinations. According to Maslow’s Hierarchy of Needs, this aligns
with physiological and safety needs (Maslow, 1943). From the Push-Pull Theory perspective,
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it is a push factor—an internal drive that compels individuals to leave their routine environment
for physical and mental renewal (Dann, 1977).

Status and prestige motivation refers to the desire for recognition, social approval, and
personal enhancement through travel. Tourists may choose destinations or experiences that
elevate their social standing or reflect a prestigious lifestyle. According to Maslow’s Hierarchy
of Needs, this aligns with esteem needs, where individuals seek respect, accomplishment, and
social status (Maslow, 1943). The Self-Concept Theory further explains that travelers select
experiences that reflect or enhance their ideal self-image and align with their perceived social
identity (Sirgy & Su, 2000).

Cultural motivation refers to the desire to explore and learn about new cultures,
traditions, heritage, and historical contexts. Tourists are often driven by curiosity and a
willingness to gain deeper understanding through immersive cultural experiences. This aligns
with the Push-Pull Theory, where cultural elements act as pull factors that attract tourists to
destinations with rich heritage and history (Crompton, 1979). Additionally, the Experiential
Consumption Theory emphasizes that travelers seek authentic and educational experiences,
highlighting the emotional and intellectual fulfillment gained through cultural tourism
(Holbrook & Hirschman, 1982).

Impersonal motivation involves internal drivers such as curiosity, the pursuit of
novelty, and aesthetic appreciation, which are not necessarily influenced by cultural or social
factors. These tourists seek personal fulfillment through exploration, discovery, or sensory
enjoyment. This motivation aligns with Plog’s Psychographic Theory, which classifies
allocentric tourists as individuals who are curious and eager to explore unfamiliar destinations
for personal interest (Plog, 1974). It also reflects the Hedonic Consumption Theory, which
emphasizes emotional and sensory pleasure as key motivators in tourism behavior (Holbrook
& Hirschman, 1982).

Ecotourism Concept

Ecotourism is a form of responsible travel to natural areas that conserves the
environment, sustains the well-being of local people, and involves interpretation and education
(TIES,2015). It is a sustainable tourism practice that aims to minimize negative impacts on
nature and culture while enhancing conservation efforts and providing socio-economic benefits
to host communities.
Key characteristics of ecotourism include:

1. Environmental conservation — Tourism activities are designed to minimize
ecological footprints and contribute to protecting biodiversity.

2. Local community involvement — Local people are actively engaged and benefit
economically and socially from tourism.

3. Education and awareness — Tourists gain knowledge and appreciation of natural
and cultural heritage.

4. Sustainability — Long-term environmental, cultural, and economic sustainability is
prioritized.
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Ecotourism differs from conventional mass tourism by focusing on low-impact, small-
scale travel and encouraging meaningful experiences in natural environments (Honey, 2008).
It promotes responsible behavior among both tourists and tourism operators.

Conceptual Framework

Tourist motivation is a fundamental determinant that directly influences travel
behavior, particularly the intention to revisit a destination. When tourists perceive that their
motivational needs—such as physical relaxation, the pursuit of status and prestige, cultural
exploration, or impersonal factors like safety and convenience—have been adequately fulfilled,
they are more likely to report high levels of satisfaction with their travel experiences. This
satisfaction, in turn, contributes to emotional attachment, perceived value, and ultimately a
greater intention to revisit the same destination in the future.

Previous studies have consistently supported the notion that well-responded
motivations play a critical role in shaping tourists’ long-term behavioral intentions.
Understanding these motivational dimensions is therefore essential for tourism planners and
destination managers seeking to enhance visitor loyalty and promote sustainable tourism by
encouraging repeat visitation.

Research Methodology

Sample
The study aims to collect data from 400 domestic tourists visiting Preah Monivong
Bokor National Park in Tuek Chhou District, Kampot Province, Cambodia.

Sampling Techniques

The researcher may employ a systematic random sampling technique to select the
sample of domestic tourists. This method involves selecting every domestic tourist entering the
park during the peak tourist season from February 2024 to March 2024.

Data Collection
Data will be collected primarily through the administration of a structured survey
questionnaire distributed to domestic tourists at key locations within Preah Monivong Bokor
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National Park, including the main entrance and visitor center. The questionnaire will assess
tourists' motivations and their intentions to revisit the park, alongside demographic variables
such as age, gender, income level, and place of residence to gain a comprehensive profile of
the sample. The collected data will be analyzed using statistical techniques, including
descriptive statistics and Pearson correlation coefficient analysis, to identify the key factors
influencing domestic tourists’ revisit intentions to this ecotourism destination.

Construct and measurement

Instrument Validity and Reliability Testing: Prior to the main data collection, the
researcher conducted a pretest to ensure the research instrument's validity and reliability in
measuring constructs related to domestic tourists’ experiences at Preah Monivong Bokor
National Park.

Content Validity: The questionnaire was reviewed by the 3 experts, to assess content
validity. Their feedback was used to refine the instrument, ensuring that all items were relevant
to the research objectives and appropriately aligned with the study's constructs.

Reliability Testing: A pilot test was conducted with 30 participants possessing similar
characteristics to the target population. Cronbach’s Alpha was used to assess internal
consistency. The results demonstrated high reliability, with Cronbach’s Alpha values of 0.974
for the motivation construct and 0.871 for revisit intention. These values exceeded the
acceptable threshold of 0.70, confirming the instrument's reliability and suitability for data
collection.

Data analysis

This study analyzed data to investigate the psychological factors influencing domestic
tourists' revisit intentions in ecotourism at Preah Monivong Bokor National Park, located in
Tuek Chhou District, Kampot Province, Cambodia. The researcher employed the Statistical
Package for the Social Sciences (SPSS) to perform quantitative analysis, using both
descriptive and inferential statistics to examine the relationship between tourists’ motivation
and their intention to revisit.
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Results

Part 1: Personal Information Domestic Tourists at Preah Monivong Bokor National
Park

Table 1 provides data on general characteristics and is summarized as follows:
Gender: The sample was evenly divided between male and female respondents, with
200 males (50.00%) and 200 females (50.00%).
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Age: Most respondents were under 24 years old, totaling 211 individuals (52.75%).
This was followed by those aged 33—40 years (96 individuals, 24.00%), 25-32 years (61
individuals, 15.25%), 41-48 years (26 individuals, 6.50%), and over 49 years (6 individuals,
1.50%).

Marital Status: Most respondents were single, totaling 276 individuals (69.00%),
followed by 122 individuals who were married (30.50%), and only 2 individuals who were
widowed or divorced (0.50%).

Education Level: The largest portion of respondents had completed high school (167
individuals, 41.75%), followed by those with a bachelor's degree (130 individuals, 32.50%)
and secondary school education (80 individuals, 20.00%). Other qualifications included
associate’s degree (2.50%), master’s degree (3.00%), and doctoral degree (0.25%).

Occupation: Most of the respondents were students (154 individuals, 38.50%). This
was followed by factory workers (15.00%), farmers (12.25%), civil servants (10.75%), bank
or credit officers (7.75%), non-government employees (6.00%), business owners (5.50%), and
those in legal professions (4.25%).

Monthly Income: Most respondents earned between 151 and 720 USD per month (243
individuals, 60.75%), followed by those earning less than 150 USD (149 individuals, 37.25%).
A small number reported income between 721-1291 USD (1.00%), and more than 1863 USD
(1.00%).

Part 2: Analysis of Domestic Tourists’ Motivation Factors

The results of the analysis of domestic tourists’ motivation were examined using the
mean and standard deviation. The interpretation of the results is as follows

Table 2 provides the motivations driving domestic tourists to Preah Monivong Bokor
National Park, which are diverse and significant. Physical Motivation scores a high 3.96
(8D=0.652), indicating that activities like hiking, swimming, and enjoying the outdoors are
major attractions. Status and Prestige Motivation also scores high at 3.86 (SD=0.711),
suggesting that social recognition and the prestige associated with visiting certain destinations
are important for some travelers. Cultural Motivation leads with an impressive 4.20
(8D=0.584), highlighting a strong interest in exploring local cultures, traditions, and historical
sites. Impersonal Motivation, with a score of 4.03 (SD=0.555), reveals that many individuals
seek travel for personal reasons such as solitude or a break from routine. The overall average
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motivation score of 4.01 (SD=0.510) underscores these varied factors' strong influence in
shaping domestic tourists' travel decisions at the park.

Part 3: Analysis of Revisit Intention in Preah Monivong Bokor National Park
The results of the analysis of revisit intention of domestic tourists’ respondents were
examined using the mean and standard deviation. The interpretation of the results is as follows

Table 3 provides data on revisit intention for Preah Monivong Bokor National Park,
showing a high mean score of 4.23 (SD=0.553), interpreted as Strongly Agree. This suggests
that respondents are strongly inclined to revisit the park, indicating a highly positive experience
or perception of the destination. This strong intention underscores the park's appeal and tourists'
satisfaction with their experiences.

Part 4: The analysis revealed that the motivation of domestic tourists has a significant
relationship with their intention to revisit ecotourism destinations in Preah Monivong
Bokor National Park.

The motivation of domestic tourists significantly influences revisiting intention
ecotourism in Preah Monivong Bokor National Park.

Table 4 provides data on the Pearson correlation coefficients for Physical Motivation
(0.408), Status and Prestige Motivation (0.402), Cultural Motivation (0.428), and Impersonal
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Motivation (0.425) with Revisit Intention indicate somewhat positive relationships between
each type of motivation and the intention to revisit. All p-values are 0.000, making these
correlations significant at the 0.01 level (2-tailed). This suggests that higher levels of physical,
status, prestige, cultural, and impersonal motivations are associated with a stronger intention
to revisit the park. The statistical significance confirms that these relationships are improbable
to have occurred by chance, emphasizing the importance of these motivations in influencing
tourists' decisions to return.

The Hypothesis delves into the connection between the motivations driving domestic
tourists to visit Preah Monivong Bokor National Park and their likelihood of returning. It posits
that factors such as seeking relaxation, adventure, or educational experiences are pivotal in
shaping tourists' intentions for future visits. The study confirms a significant relationship
between these motivations and the inclination to revisit, implying that tourists deeply motivated
by their initial experiences in the park are more likely to plan a return trip.

Result: Accepted. This outcome underscores that the stronger tourists' motivations are
initially, the greater the probability of them planning a subsequent visit. It emphasizes the
importance of understanding and catering to tourists' diverse motivations to foster repeat
visitation and sustainable tourism development.

Discussion

Understanding the psychological factors that influence the revisit intentions of domestic
tourists to ecotourism destinations like Preah Monivong Bokor National Park is essential for
promoting sustainable tourism development. This discussion synthesizes insights from various
studies to explore how factors such as place attachment, quality perceptions, destination image,
tourist experiences, and environmental attitudes impact tourists’ likelihood of returning to this
Cambodian national park.

The present study of domestic tourists at Preah Monivong Bokor National Park
provides valuable insights into the psychological determinants of revisit intention. By
examining the relationships between tourists’ motivations and their intent to revisit, several
key trends and connections emerge that align well with the broader literature on ecotourism
motivation and revisit behavior.

Findings on tourist motivation at Preah Monivong Bokor National Park reflect well-
established themes in ecotourism research. Various motivational factors drive tourists’
satisfaction and environmentally responsible behavior, including physical, cultural, status-
driven, and personal motivations (Chi & Pham, 2024; Jayasekara et al., 2024; Kim et al., 2023).
The highest mean score was found in Cultural Motivation (X = 4.20, SD = 0.584), indicating
that exploring local traditions and heritage strongly motivates domestic tourists. This is
consistent with prior research showing that cultural and historical attractions play a significant
role in ecotourism engagement (Dai et al., 2023; Hoang et al., 2022).

Impersonal Motivation (X = 4.03, SD = 0.555), which includes seeking solitude and
escape from daily routines, also emerged as a significant driver. This aligns with studies
highlighting the psychological benefits of nature-based tourism (Kim & Koo, 2020). Physical
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Motivation (x = 3.96, SD = 0.652) reflects interest in outdoor activities such as hiking and
swimming, corroborating literature on adventure and recreational travel (Chan & Saikim, 2022;
Constantin et al., 2022). Status and Prestige Motivation (X = 3.86, SD = 0.711) suggests that
social recognition influences destination choice, supporting findings that social image and
materialism affect travel decisions (Kong & Chang, 2024).

Pearson correlation coefficients reveal moderately positive relationships between
motivation types and revisit intention: Cultural (r = 0.428), Impersonal (r = 0.425), Physical
(r = 0.408), and Status and Prestige (r = 0.402), all statistically significant at p < 0.001. These
results align with studies linking motivation, place attachment, and revisit behavior (Quoquab
et al., 2021; Zhang et al., 2024). Importantly, engagement with environmental and cultural
aspects can strengthen attachment to ecotourism sites, fostering repeat visits (Li et al., 2021,
Pham & Khanh, 2021).

Overall, the findings emphasize the critical role of cultural, physical, and personal
motivations in shaping ecotourism experiences and revisit intentions. These insights can help
policymakers and tourism managers design effective marketing strategies, improve sustainable
tourism services, and promote long-term visitor loyalty. Future research may explore how
environmental concerns and destination image further moderate these relationships (Ali et al.,
2022; Chen et al., 2023).

Conclusion And Recommendations

The research conducted at Preah Monivong Bokor National Park in Tuek Chhou
District, Kampot Province, Cambodia, aimed to investigate the psychological factors
influencing domestic tourists' revisit intentions in ecotourism settings. Through quantitative
analysis of tourists’ motivation and revisit intention, valuable insights were gained regarding
the drivers of repeat visitation and their implications for sustainable tourism development.

The study revealed a significant positive relationship between tourists’ motivation and
their intention to revisit the national park. Key motivators included autobiographical memory,
altruism, personal well-being, and environmental concern, all of which influence tourists’
decisions to return to ecotourism destinations. Understanding and leveraging these
motivational factors can enhance visitor experiences and foster loyalty among domestic
tourists.

Managerial Implications

These findings hold practical significance for park managers and tourism stakeholders,
aiming to improve visitor experience and encourage repeat visitation. By enhancing destination
attributes, promoting sustainable tourism practices, and fostering positive attitudes toward
ecotourism, managers can create an environment conducive to revisits. Such efforts contribute
to the long-term sustainability and economic viability of Preah Monivong Bokor National Park

Future Research Directions
Building on the insights gained, future research could explore additional factors
influencing revisit intentions, including socio-demographic characteristics, prior experience,
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and destination marketing strategies. Longitudinal studies tracking tourists’ behavior over time
and qualitative research capturing tourists’ experiential narratives could offer deeper
understanding of the complex dynamics underlying revisit intentions in ecotourism contexts.

In conclusion, this research underscores the importance of understanding and
leveraging tourists’ motivation to shape revisit intentions at ecotourism sites. By addressing
these psychological factors and aligning destination management strategies with tourists’
preferences and values, stakeholders can create memorable experiences, build visitor loyalty,
and sustainably develop Preah Monivong Bokor National Park as a sought-after destination for
domestic tourists.

Limitations and future research

Ecotourism research is crucial in understanding tourists' motivations towards natural
environments and cultural heritage sites. However, like any field of study, ecotourism studies
have limitations. One standard limitation is the reliance on small sample sizes, which may
hinder the generalizability of findings to larger populations. To address this limitation, future
research could focus on increasing sample sizes and diversifying participant demographics to
ensure a more representative sample.

This study investigates the folk culture and decorative patterns of the Xiangshan
cultural region, which includes Zhuhai, Zhongshan, and Macao. The research aims to identify
the types, characteristics, symbolic meanings, and dissemination pathways of local folk motifs,
addressing the lack of systematic studies on this unique regional culture. In the context of rapid
urbanization and globalization, these patterns face increasing risk of marginalization and loss.
Qualitative research methods—including documentary analysis, field observation, visual
semiotic analysis, and in-depth interviews—are employed to explore the evolution and
functions of folk patterns across different media and contexts. The findings classify Xiangshan
folk patterns into four major types: craft-based, livelihood-related, ceremonial, and
architectural, each reflecting strong regional identity and aesthetic logic. These patterns serve
not only decorative purposes but also convey cultural values, collective memory, and social
functions. The study recommends expanding the research scope across the broader Xiangshan
area, strengthening integration with visual communication and digital media, enhancing
protection and revitalization mechanisms, and applying interdisciplinary approaches to support
cultural sustainability and innovation.

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Introduction

Over the past centuries, the Xiangshan cultural region of Guangdong Province —
encompassing the cities of Zhuhai, Zhongshan, and Macao — has cultivated a rich and diverse
folk cultural tradition. Influenced by the Central Plains culture, maritime trade, and South Seas
culture, this region has developed a distinctive fusion of decorative motifs and folk artistic
practices. These traditional patterns not only reflect local aesthetic ideals and social values but
also embody community identity and collective memory. (Liu & Tian, 2012)

However, under the pressures of rapid urbanization and globalization, Xiangshan’s folk
cultural heritage faces challenges of marginalization and loss. Although previous studies have
addressed Lingnan or broader Cantonese folk cultures, there remains a lack of systematic and
in-depth research focused specifically on Xiangshan’s folk patterns. As a result, their unique
typological structures, symbolic meanings, and pathways of transmission have often been
generalized or neglected, resulting in an incomplete understanding of their social and cultural
functions. (Compilation Committee of Tangjiawan Town Chronicle, 2015)

Therefore, this study aims to systematically investigate the types, dissemination
mechanisms, and cultural significance of folk patterns in the Xiangshan cultural region. By
applying qualitative methods — including documentary analysis, field observation, visual
semiotic interpretation, and in-depth interviews — the research seeks to reveal the historical
and social logic embedded in these patterns, their role in constructing local identity, and their
continued vitality in contemporary society. Ultimately, by bridging tradition with modern
expression, this research hopes to provide theoretical support and practical references for the
protection, innovation, and global dissemination of Xiangshan’s folk cultural heritage.

Research Objectives

The four research objectives collectively form the systematic structure of the study on
Xiangshan cultural folk patterns, covering the entire process from pattern typology sorting,
dissemination mechanism analysis, cultural identity construction, to dissemination
effectiveness evaluation. This research not only promotes the systematic protection and
revitalization of traditional culture but also provides a theoretical paradigm for the
dissemination of local cultures within a global perspective.

1. To identify and classify the types and characteristics of folk cultures and decorative
patterns in the Xiangshan cultural area.

2. To analyze the historical and social factors influencing the dissemination of folk
cultures and decorative patterns.

3. To examine the interrelationship between folk cultures and decorative patterns in
terms of cultural identity and symbolic representation.

4. To evaluate the significance of folk culture dissemination in shaping regional cultural
identity and preserving traditional arts.
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Literature Review

Cai and He (2015) systematically described the folk customs and local conditions of
Guangdong Province, providing valuable historical and cultural backgrounds for the
Xiangshan region. Their work highlighted how local customs, folk festivals, and traditional
crafts in Guangdong form a rich cultural ecosystem, influencing decorative patterns in daily
life. This foundation offers crucial references for understanding how Xiangshan’s folk patterns
are deeply embedded in local customs and collective consciousness, and lays the groundwork
for this study to examine the regional uniqueness of Xiangshan folk patterns.

The Tangjiawan Town Chronicle compiled by the Compilation Committee of
Tangjiawan Town (2015) offers a comprehensive collection of local historical documents, folk
narratives, and community archives. This chronicle documents the evolution of local
architectural styles, ancestral worship, traditional rituals, and folk beliefs. The detailed
descriptions of clan activities and temple architecture within Tangjiawan serve as an important
reference to trace the visual motifs appearing in ancestral halls and folk rituals of the Xiangshan
cultural region, allowing this research to build a historically grounded understanding of local
patterns.

Wang and Yan (2006) conducted an in-depth exploration of the roots and interpretation
of Xiangshan culture over the course of centuries. They emphasized the continuous interaction
between indigenous culture and external influences such as Central Plains civilization and
South Seas trade networks. Their analysis of cultural fusion in Xiangshan provides a strong
theoretical framework for this study to discuss how folk patterns are not only artistic
expressions but also visual carriers of historical cultural exchanges, supporting the
investigation of the region’s complex cultural identity.

The Selected Artifacts Donated by Mr. Yang Quan edited by the Guangdong Folk Craft
Museum (1998) documented a wide range of folk crafts, including embroidery, wood carving,
ceramics, and paper cutting from the Xiangshan area. This compilation provides rich case
materials showing the aesthetic principles, symbolic meanings, and practical functions of folk
patterns. It also demonstrates how these patterns reflect the daily lives, spiritual beliefs, and
communal identity of local residents, which complements this study’s goal of examining the
dynamic functions of folk patterns within cultural inheritance.

Finally, Lu and Wei (1990) offered a foundational study of Guangdong residential
architecture, analyzing structural forms, decorative elements, and space utilization within
traditional dwellings. Their insights into how architectural decoration reflects both aesthetic
values and social ethics in Guangdong support this research in decoding patterns found on
ancestral halls, gateways, and residential structures in the Xiangshan region. These
architectural decorative elements are crucial carriers of symbolism and cultural memory,
reinforcing the role of folk patterns in shaping local identity.
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Conceptual Framework

This study constructs a conceptual framework to systematically explore the
dissemination and development of folk culture and decorative patterns in the Xiangshan
cultural region (including Zhuhai, Zhongshan, and Macao). The framework includes four key
dimensions: (1) Content Scope, focusing on the classification and artistic characteristics of
local folk patterns across painting, carving, and architecture; (2) Historical and Societal
Factors, tracing influences from major historical events and social structures since the late Qing
Dynasty; (3) Interrelation Among Cultural Elements, analyzing the links and shared symbolism
between folk patterns, festivals, and narratives in Xiangshan and other Lingnan areas; and (4)
Significance of Dissemination and Cultural Preservation, examining their roles in building
cultural identity and exploring strategies for heritage sustainability in contemporary media.
This framework supports a holistic investigation of Xiangshan’s pattern culture from tradition
to modern innovation.

Research Methodology

1. Documentary Analysis

This research adopts a comprehensive documentary analysis to review existing
historical, academic, and cultural documents related to folk patterns and Xiangshan cultural
identity. A wide range of materials have been collected and studied, including local gazetteers
(such as the Xiangshan County Annals), architectural monographs, studies on Lingnan folk
traditions, intangible cultural heritage reports, as well as relevant master’s and doctoral
dissertations. Particular emphasis is placed on exploring the historical origins, craftsmanship,
and symbolic meanings of folk patterns, providing a crucial reference for subsequent visual
and symbolic interpretation. These resources were primarily accessed through the Zhuhai
Library (Local Documents Hall), Jinwan District Library, the Special Collections of Zhuhai
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College of Science and Technology Library, and the Zhuhai Museum, whose rich archives
preserve materials on Xiangshan culture, architecture, crafts, and traditional customs. These
documents, which include books, photo albums, and oral history records, form a robust
academic foundation to trace pattern evolution, decode symbolic meaning, and clarify
dissemination pathways. During this archival research, the researcher developed a deeper
personal connection to local cultural narratives, enriching both academic and emotional
understanding of the field.

2. Field Observation and Ethnography

Field observation and ethnography are adopted as key methods to document how folk
patterns are presented, used, and transformed in everyday life, architecture, festivals, and
rituals. By participating in and observing local cultural events—such as temple fairs, ancestral
worship, wedding customs, and craft gatherings, the researcher gains firsthand insights into the
dynamic contexts where folk patterns emerge and evolve. These motifs are revealed not as
static decorations but as meaningful visual carriers of community values, spiritual beliefs, and
collective memory. Particular attention is paid to their application in architectural spaces,
including ancestral halls, gateways, rooftops, and interior wood carvings, as well as in festival
objects like lanterns, banners, and ceremonial costumes. Additionally, through direct
engagement with artisans and cultural practitioners, the study records how these traditional
knowledge-bearers recreate, interpret, and adapt patterns to contemporary social and aesthetic
conditions. By comparing motif usage across different places and occasions, the research
reveals patterns of continuity, variation, and innovation, and explores how urbanization,
tourism, and the cultural industry are reshaping folk pattern narratives.

3. Visual Semiotic Analysis

This study applies visual semiotic analysis to interpret the symbolic meanings
embedded in folk patterns expressed through diverse materials such as embroidery, ceramics,
carvings, and architecture. Through the investigation of case studies from the Xiangshan
region—including Sanzhao paper-cutting, Tanka (Danjia) costumes, and ancestral hall
decorations—the research reveals how local motifs integrate influences from multiple cultures
while anchoring community values and collective identities. For example, the layering
techniques in Sanzhao paper-cutting break the traditional two-dimensional forms by
incorporating modern urban elements, while ancestral hall motifs preserve symbolic messages
of family heritage and aspirations for prosperity. Today, these patterns are increasingly
disseminated through social media and digital platforms, extending their reach beyond
geographic boundaries and enhancing their role as vehicles for global cultural exchange. In
sum, visual semiotic analysis enables a deeper examination of how these folk patterns have
evolved from functional decoration into powerful tools of cultural identity, social belonging,
and regional pride.
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4. In-depth Interviews

To complement documentary and field research, this study also conducts in-depth
interviews with four sample groups, comprising a total of 16 participants. Each group includes
4 individuals, categorized as follows: (1) local artisans specializing in folk crafts such as paper-
cutting and wood carving, (2) cultural historians and researchers familiar with the Xiangshan
tradition, (3) community elders with generational knowledge of folk rituals and architecture,
and (4) policymakers and curators engaged in cultural preservation and promotion. These
stakeholders possess intimate knowledge of folk pattern production, interpretation, and
transmission, providing a wealth of firsthand perspectives. Interviews explore how patterns are
embedded in rituals, architecture, daily practices, and digital reinterpretations, offering insights
into their dynamic cultural continuity and transformation. Perspectives gathered from Sanzhao
paper-cutting inheritors, curators at institutions such as the Jinwan District Library and
Doumen ICH Center, and ancestral hall custodians like the Tangjia Yang Clan reveal how folk
motifs function as active carriers of regional identity, communal memory, and cultural
resilience. These dialogues helped contextualize and deepen the findings from field observation
and visual analysis, strengthening the interpretive framework of the dissertation and enhancing
its academic robustness.

Results

1. Successful Categorization of Xiangshan Folk Patterns

Through comprehensive field surveys, documentary research, and visual analysis, this
study has successfully classified the main types of folk patterns in the Xiangshan cultural
region. These include traditional craft patterns (such as wood carving, lime sculpture, paper
cutting), patterns related to daily production and livelihood (for example, fish, boats, oyster
shells), festival and ceremonial patterns (dragons, lions, magpies, lotus flowers), and
architectural decorative patterns (roof ridge lime sculptures, stone-carved mythical animals,
painted floral motifs). These categories show distinct traits of integration, symbolism, and
regionalism, as evidenced in their visual form, structural composition, symbolic meanings,
usage contexts, and artistic styles. For instance, dragon motifs widely seen in festival parades
represent both power and spiritual protection, while oyster shell patterns express the region’s
historical reliance on the sea. This categorization not only clarifies the typological diversity of
Xiangshan patterns but also lays the groundwork for future comparative studies in broader
Lingnan and South China cultural contexts.

2. Analysis of Cultural Functions and Visual Style Characteristics

Further research highlights the rich cultural functions and aesthetic characteristics of
Xiangshan folk patterns. These patterns fulfill multiple social roles, from expressing local
beliefs and reinforcing family ethics to enhancing communal ritual experiences and festival
performances. Visually, Xiangshan folk patterns demonstrate a distinctive blend of Central
Plains artistic traditions, Nanyang maritime influences, and the regional decorative style of
Lingnan culture. This hybrid aesthetic reflects centuries of cultural exchange and migration,
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resulting in a unique regional identity that distinguishes Xiangshan motifs from those of other
southern Chinese communities. The patterns communicate layered messages through
metaphor, symbolism, and allegory, embedding social norms, moral lessons, and communal
memories in their visual language. Their color schemes, composition methods, and narrative
styles continue to inspire local artists and craftsmen today, demonstrating how the patterns
function as a bridge between tradition and creative innovation.

3. Mechanisms of Expression and Transformation in Folk Activities

This study reveals a dynamic symbolic transformation chain in how Xiangshan folk
patterns are used and transformed through folk activities. For example, wedding-themed
patterns featuring “double happiness” characters or fish symbols (indicating abundance and
fertility) often migrate from bridal costumes to festive banners and even to household objects.
Likewise, patterns originally associated with religious rituals, such as the Dragon Mother or
Mazu, become decorative elements on temples, community shrines, or festival floats. These
symbols shift flexibly across media and functions, illustrating the patterns’ generative vitality.
They follow a “folklore—object—ritual” circulation path, constantly being reinterpreted to suit
contemporary aesthetic preferences or new community values. This pattern of
recontextualization demonstrates that folk motifs are not static heritage relics but rather active
cultural resources that evolve with social change, enabling local communities to maintain
cultural continuity while innovating expressions of identity.

4. Significance of Dissemination for Local Cultural Identity and Preservation

The research confirms the crucial role of folk pattern dissemination in constructing
local cultural identity and promoting cultural preservation. Dissemination occurs through
multiple channels:

Overseas Chinese communities: who bring these patterns abroad, integrate them into
diaspora spaces, and maintain emotional connections to their homeland;

Digital media platforms: which allow traditional motifs to be circulated globally,
reaching younger generations in contemporary forms such as short videos, online exhibitions,
and digital archives;

Educational initiatives: including local curriculum development, community
workshops, and museum programming that encourage deeper understanding and creative
inheritance of these motifs.

Through these channels, folk patterns become powerful symbols of shared cultural
memory, reinforcing a sense of belonging and collective identity among Xiangshan
communities, even across geographical boundaries. Government agencies, academic
institutions, and private enterprises have increasingly recognized the importance of these visual
traditions, supporting their documentation, reinterpretation, and practical application. This
collaborative network fosters “living heritage” strategies, ensuring that folk patterns remain
dynamic, relevant, and socially meaningful.

Moreover, the dissemination of these folk motifs not only preserves cultural knowledge
but also contributes to cultural confidence in a rapidly modernizing society. As folk patterns
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become part of local branding, creative industries, and tourism development, they strengthen
cultural pride and promote regional uniqueness in the context of globalization. The renewed
visibility and appreciation of Xiangshan patterns encourage community engagement and
empower younger generations to participate in their reinterpretation, sustaining the patterns’
relevance as authentic, living symbols of cultural resilience.

In summary, the research demonstrates that Xiangshan folk patterns are far more than
decorative embellishments; they are dynamic carriers of cultural history, regional pride, and
social meaning. Through effective categorization, in-depth analysis of their visual styles, the
mapping of their transformation mechanisms, and an examination of their dissemination
pathways, this study provides a robust academic basis for further exploring the integration of
traditional folk patterns into contemporary cultural innovation and heritage protection efforts.

Discussion

1. Systematic Classification and Theoretical Framework

This study has systematically reviewed and categorized the folk patterns of the
Xiangshan region, addressing a clear gap in the literature. Previous works, such as Wang and
Yan (2006), have offered valuable overviews of Xiangshan culture’s historical lineage, yet
lacked a fine-grained typological and transmission-focused analysis of folk patterns
themselves. By integrating field research, historical documents, and firsthand image
collections, this study not only clarifies the visual and symbolic system of Xiangshan folk
motifs but also constructs a comprehensive regional spectrum that encompasses ritual imagery,
architectural decoration, daily-use utensils, and animal symbolism. This enriches the
comparative research base for Chinese folk pattern studies and provides a robust
methodological framework for future research.

Furthermore, this study introduces a “pattern—culture—identity ” theoretical framework.
In contrast to Lu and Wei (1990), who primarily emphasized the material aspects of Lingnan
residential architecture, this research highlights patterns as visual signifiers loaded with cultural
narratives and regional identity. By revealing how these motifs embed cultural content and
strengthen collective memory, the study expands the theoretical lens on the cultural
communication role of folk patterns, offering a broader communicative perspective beyond
mere aesthetic evaluation. This extension aligns with the emerging discourse on image-based
cultural identity construction, contributing both practical and academic significance.

2. Symbolic Function and Dynamic Evolution

The research also sheds light on the symbolic roles of Xiangshan folk patterns in both
cultural dissemination and identity construction. Traditional motifs such as “passing the
imperial examination” or “immediate promotion” not only appear in ritual contexts but
continuously re-emerge through reinterpreted visual language, reinforcing local cultural
aspirations and social values. This supports Wang and Yan’s (2006) observation that
Xiangshan culture sustains collective emotional connections through imagery. However,
unlike earlier perspectives that focused mainly on static preservation, this study emphasizes
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dynamic, cross-temporal transformations — illustrating how folk patterns adapt their meanings
and functions in contemporary festivals, architecture, and digital media.

Importantly, this research establishes a dynamic model of evolution for folk patterns
based on transmission paths. Instead of viewing patterns as static relics, the study tracks their
transitions across media — from clan rituals and architectural plasterwork to modern city
promotional videos and social media campaigns — revealing the transmission logic through
which Xiangshan motifs sustain their vitality. This resonates with but also enriches Lu and
Wei’s (1990) discussion on regional cultural continuity, adding a new dimension of ““cross-
medium” transformation as a key factor in pattern vitality.

3. Cross-Cultural Integration and Interdisciplinary Approaches

Finally, the discussion explores how Xiangshan folk patterns reflect broader cultural
diversity and integration. The coexistence of “South Yue style,” maritime culture, and Central
Plains heritage within these patterns supports the notion that Xiangshan motifs are not only
local traditions but also dynamic visual testimonies of cultural blending. In this regard, the
study echoes Wang and Yan’s (2006) argument that Xiangshan culture is inherently hybrid.
However, this research goes further by articulating how such hybrid motifs now participate in
a global dialogue, transmitted through digital platforms and cultural tourism, thus highlighting
their potential as tools of cross-cultural communication and even international identity
representation.

In sum, this discussion not only confirms the systematic categorization and functional
significance of Xiangshan folk patterns but also proposes a forward-looking, interdisciplinary
model. By integrating perspectives from visual semiotics, field ethnography, and
communication theory, the study expands the conversation around folk patterns from heritage
preservation toward active cultural innovation and global dissemination — laying an academic
and practical foundation for future research and sustainable cultural development.

Conclusion And Recommendations

This study focuses on the Xiangshan cultural region of Guangdong Province,
systematically reviewing the types, symbolic meanings, and dissemination pathways of folk
patterns in this area, thereby filling a gap in academic research on the regional folk visual
culture. Through field surveys and semiotic analysis, the study addresses four key objectives:
classifying the types and features of folk patterns; analyzing their cultural functions and
symbolic meanings; examining their dissemination and transformation in modern contexts; and
evaluating their role in shaping regional identity and preserving heritage.

For the first time, it systematically categorizes the types of folk patterns in the
Xiangshan region, proposing a classification framework with distinct regional cultural
characteristics. From a dissemination perspective, it interprets the functions of patterns,
establishing a research model of 'pattern—culture—identity," which expands the theoretical
dimensions of pattern studies. Combining modern video materials with traditional physical
artifacts, it uncovers the mechanisms of the re-presentation and re-dissemination of folk
patterns in contemporary media. It further explores the significance of folk patterns in
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constructing local identity, emphasizing the emotional value and social functions of visual
symbols in cultural transmission.

In summary, Xiangshan folk patterns are not only carriers of cultural heritage but also
important media for promoting cultural identity and transmitting traditional values, holding
profound implications for the protection and promotion of local culture.

Recommendations

1. Expand the survey area and objects. In the future, the research scope can be expanded
to Zhuhai, Macao and other relevant areas originally belonging to the Xiangshan cultural circle,
to further sort out the evolution and differences of its patterns in a larger space.

2. Deepen the research on the combination with visual communication. It is necessary
to strengthen the integration with modern communication and visual design, and study the
communication mechanism and visual transformation mode of Xiangshan folk patterns in
digital media, social platforms and cultural tourism industry.

3. Strengthen the research on protection and activation mechanism. On the basis of the
research, further explore the institutionalized mode of intangible cultural heritage protection
and the path of living inheritance, and promote the creative transformation and innovative
development of traditional patterns in contemporary expression.

4. Introduce interdisciplinary perspective. Anthropology, art history, sociology and
other multidisciplinary methods can be combined to deepen the research on cultural semantics,
group identity and social functions of patterns, and enhance the thickness and depth of the
research.

5. Promote practical application by relevant agencies. Cultural institutions, educational
organizations, and creative industry stakeholders are encouraged to apply the findings of this
study in policy formulation, teaching content development, museum exhibition design, and
cultural product innovation. By transforming academic insights into practical strategies, these
agencies can help preserve, revitalize, and globally promote the folk patterns of the Xiangshan
region.

Abstract

This academic article is part of the project titled “The Development of a Community Learning
Resource Based on the Local Identity of Khlat I Thaen Island: Nakhon Chai Si Pomelo Wisdom in
Sam Phran District, Nakhon Pathom Province.” The objective of this article is to present a lesson
derived from the project which encompasses: (1) compiling knowledge related to local wisdom in
cultivating Nakhon Chai Si pomelos, (2) analyzing the identity associated with pomelo cultivation,
and (3) designing and developing a community learning resource as a space for knowledge
transmission and the promotion of lifelong learning. The community education activities applied
qualitative research methodologies, including in-depth interviews, focus group discussions, participant
observation, brainstorming sessions, and lesson-learned summarization. The target group consisted of
30 purposively selected individuals, including community leaders, students, teachers, parents, and
community members, based on the criterion that participants must be either residents, workers, or
students within the area. The findings of the study are as follows: 1. The contextual background of
Khlat I Thaen Island reveals that it is geographically situated as an island in the Tha Chin River,
resulting in highly fertile soil ideal for growing Nakhon Chai Si pomelos, which are known for their
distinctive sweet-sour flavor, thin peel, and local uniqueness. 2. The learning activities integrated key
participatory tools such as transect walks, kinship diagrams, local health systems, community
calendars, life histories, and community history. These tools facilitated a deep understanding of
community life, development processes, and problem-solving, through active participation and
qualitative inquiry. 3. The design of the community learning resource emphasized the integration of
local knowledge into hands-on learning activities, such as demonstration pomelo plantations,
community learning trails, exhibitions of local wisdom, and participatory workshops. These
components aimed to promote participatory learning and systematic knowledge transfer within the
community.
